	 •	Pilot overweight and over-dimension loads as a Class 1 or 	
		  Class 2 pilot

	 •	Carry out pre-vehicle checks on light motor vehicles

	 •	Maintain personal health and safety and manage fatigue

	 •	Undertake route planning and understand consents  
		  and permits.

The Transportation training programme provides drivers with 
the skills they need to:

	 •	Plan for transporting overweight and over-dimension loads

	 •	Configure a specialist heavy haulage vehicle for transport 	
		  of a load

	 •	Demonstrate knowledge of heavy combination, overweight 	
		  and over-dimension vehicle dynamics for safe driving.

There’s also an optional strand in abnormal loads, covering 
transporting abnormal overweight or over-dimension loads  
by road.
